The radio service is 

broadcast to our community 24 hours a day.  12 hours of live presentation by local presenters -  

this is soon to be extended to 24 hours when satellite is received.  The frequency of 96.3 is solely 

occupied by Community Radio.  

It is a non -profit organisation and totally relies on volunteers to operate and manage the station.  

Membership is open to all people in our community.  Current members are from a wide variety of 

nationalities and range in age from 14 to 80.  They travel from all parts of the district to train and 

present a selection of music from all walks of life.  

Assistance is provided to other non -profit organisations in our community by broadcasting regular 

notices and announcements of upcoming events, fund raising activities, meetings, training and 

awareness programs, and conduct óon airô interviews with many of these organisations.  They 

promote and participate in many community functions, festivals, fetes and fairs, etc. to promote 

their activities and services.

It was formerly known as the Wireless Institute Civil Emergency Network but now under EMQ [Emergency 

Management Queensland] the new designation for our emergency radio traffic handling is North Coast 

Region, Specialist Communications Unit .  

BARC is proud to have 11 club members actively serving in the communications unit.  

As volunteers we are registered and trained by EMQ and SES and proudly wear the uniform denoting 

Communications Officers who are able to be activated as required by the emergency protocols in 

Queensland.  

But what's it all about?  

Unfortunately in times of emergency normal communications like telephones, mobile towers & the internet 

are often destroyed or networks become so congested that they fail. Radio, powered by 12volt batteries, is 

often the only form of communication until normal services can be restored.  

Queensland WICEN has been around for a very long time and in days gone by formed part of the volunteer 

Civil Defence network. But times and technology are moving on and there was a need to upgrade our skills 

and establish our communications expertise firmly within the emergency protocols.  

We remain a volunteer organisation and our members are undertaking extensive training to ensure our 

part in the emergency management plan. It's difficult to predict what might be needed but we aim to be 

prepared.  

Prepared to act as quickly as possible, find our way to a designated site, set up emergency radio 

communications and handle radio traffic. We're not expected to be the front line of rescue or emergency 

response but we may find ourselves forwarding radio messages from Military sources to Local fire fighters, 

Red Cross to Police for example.  

We are also there to meet the welfare needs of our own local residents and by simply passing personal 

messages we relieve the stress for people caught up in the emergency.  

We will sit quietly behind the highly trained EMQ, SES and Military personnel who undertake the 

emergency and life saving work.  

The Bundaberg SES hosts the local WICEN group (Wireless Institute Civil Emergency 
Network) at the Bundaberg HQ. This group is sponsored by the Bundaberg Amateur 
Radio Club and is a group of dedicated people committed to assist the community 
with communications during a major disaster. If you are interested in contributing to 
your local community please use the main contact listed above.  

Bundaberg City and Burnett Shire Councils support eight groups with support from the State Government. Our
